You must have a book. We recommend that the ACLS textbook be in your possession at least one week before you are scheduled to take your class.

When you receive your textbook, turn to page ii. At the bottom of the page you will be directed to the Internet site www.heart.org/eccstudent. Enter this information in the address bar of your computer, not the search bar. The address bar is at the very top of the home page screen.

The page that will appear will ask for a code word. That word is found at the bottom of page ii.
